The New Building

· The floor area of the new hospital is 399.178 square feet, and will accommodate 188 beds.  The new facility will be linked to the newly opened Royal Ottawa Place.

· The new facility is a calming and comforting environment that provides a therapeutic atmosphere for patients to heal and a dynamic, modern, and innovative centre that inspires new ideas and treatments for people with mental illness.

· The nine, two-story, home-like in-patient care units will wrap around the garden on the north side of the building, providing patients with a safe environment and easy access to fresh air and natural light, and a pleasant and efficient working environment for staff.

· Three buildings, ranging from three to eight stories, will be built closer to Carling Avenue and will house outreach services, outpatient care, education, and research. In-patient treatment areas and support areas will be connected by a secure “street.

· Research, education and administrative offices will be grouped in a dedicated office tower at the southeast end of the facility to provide greater public access.

· While the new building is being constructed, the current buildings will remain fully functional.  Once staff and patients have moved into the new facility and it is fully operational, the current buildings will be demolished and gardens planted in their place.
